13.3 Other relevant Information Orthotrichum rogeri is one of a suite of epiphytic mosses that have been
recorded new to Britain since 2000, originating from further south in Europe,
which are considered to be short-lived spore vagrants that are currently unable
to survive long-term in Britain. The site of the sole British record from 2014
(Bosanquet, 2015) has been searched without the species being relocated. A
documented increase in the Netherlands (BLWG 2018) suggests that future
colonisation of Britain could take place.
